Hearing held in Abeyance 

(A court hearing required under MCL 330.1452 above may be deferred)  
(The hearing may be deferred up to 60 days if client is hospitalized or up to 180 days if client is under 

outpatient treatment or a combination of both) MCL 330.1455(6) 

Deferred Hearing Convened 
1. By client request MCL 330.1452(1); or 
2. By hospital director or community mental heath director within 1 to 2 weeks of 

expiration of the 60 to 180 day period MCL 330.1455 (10) &(11); or 
3. If Client rejects treatment and the rejection is reported to the Court. 
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
