
 

Court generates Order Appointing Attorney 
to Conduct Guardianship Review. 

Court emails Orders and Vouchers to Attorney. 

Within 28 days, Attorney: 
1. Reviews cases to obtain data on 

ward. 
2. Conducts investigation/visitation. 
3. Files Report with Court. 

If an order is 
entered 
continuing 
Guardianship
: a copy of the 
Report and 
Order 
Following 
Review of 
Guardianship 
is mailed to the 
Guardian and 
Conservator (if 
applicable) by 
the court. The 
attorney will 
receive a copy 
when they are 
billing the 
estate or the 
insurance 
company. 
 

If the ward is deceased: 
DOD is required in the report.  
Also, include a copy of the 
death certificate, if available. 

If more info is 
needed or 
report is 
incomplete: a 
letter requesting 
an Amended 
Report will be 
sent by the Court 
to Attorney 
conducting the 
review.  

If the ward objects to the 
guardianship: Include in 
report that ward objects.  An 
attorney will be assigned to 
investigate, by the court. 

Within 14 days, Attorney: 
1. Files pleadings with Court. 
2. Obtains hearing. 
3. Makes service on 
interested persons. 
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
